GREAT EXPECTATIONS –Matthew 7:21f

Most judgment scenes picture a great and terrible day when souls stand before the judgment seat of God and every knee is bowed and every heart is humbled at the presence of the Glory of God. Yet in Matthew 7:21 and following, we see a quite different story about some folks with great expectations and renown audacity before the throne of God.
· They believed in the “Lord”. 

· They acknowledged Him as “Lord”…they did not hide their faith or deny His Lordship. 

· They called upon His name. 

· They had given their lives in service to Him…”did we not do great works in your name?”  

· They gave God the glory…they did not take the glory to themselves.

· They were brave during a time when most people at judgment day fell on their faces in shame and fear. They approached the throne of the Almighty God and begged to differ with the Lord of Host. 

· They EXPECTED to be SAVED.

Yet, God tells them, “Depart from me, I NEVER KNEW you, because you are outside the law (lawless).”

He did not say, “I once knew you, but you left my fold. I once knew you but now you belong to Satan. He said, “NEVER KNEW YOU”. 

How is it possible that the religious believer, working zealously for the Lord has never been removed from the state of alienation to the state of sonship-- to the state of BEING KNOWN by God?
