Live each day in the “Maranatha” 1 Corinthians 16:22 “come quickly Lord”

Called his disciples to fish with nets—NOT poles - Luke 5:4
When He had finished speaking, He said to Simon, "Put out into the deep water and let down your nets for a catch."

Shadow to come – Old temple I Kings 7:17

17 A network of interwoven chains festooned the capitals on top of the pillars, seven for each capital. 18 He made pomegranates in two rows [a] encircling each network to decorate the capitals on top of the pillars. · Color Test – 4 personality types make for better team collaborations

· Peter- Math 14:28f (impulsive),  Jn 21 15f (not a deep thinker phileo instead of acape), did not follow through on his plan- Mark 14:70

· John the Baptist – Mat 3:7 – simple message with no exceptions

· Barnabus-Acts 4:36;  9:27; 11:22-24 (encourager, witnessed the grace of God); Act 15: 37-39 The disagreement &The mentor

· John Mark- young, learning, unsure, scared

· Paul – retribution & rule follower Acts 7:58 to 8:1-3; 9:1, 22 (articulate, convincing, debater) Perfect partner to Barnabas. Why?

· Being sensitive to God’s will—Do others SEE JESUS in your WALK?

· Reflecting, Listening, Caring, Compassionate

· Your advice or Judgment is not as important as God working in a heart through His Word.

· Limited & Unlimited commissions

· Limited – Judgment, Arguments, Vein discussions, Traditions of men

· Unlimited – caring, compassion, salt, mercy, grace, patience, service, 

· Know what to expect

· Devil is seeking whom to devour – more vulnerable during change process

· Persecution – they hated Christ, some will hate you Mat 10:35-42

· 2 Tim 3:12 – Expect the devil to oppose you – We are in a battle. It will be painful and we will need to be on our knees to survive.

· Expect God’s angels to go before you and prepare the way…without you even being on the scene God can open hearts and prepare the soil for the seed.

· Temptations of 

· Fear of Approaching 

· Acts 9:  10In Damascus there was a disciple named Ananias. The Lord called to him in a vision, "Ananias!" 
      "Yes, Lord," he answered. 

11The Lord told him, "Go to the house of Judas on Straight Street and ask for a man from Tarsus named Saul, for he is praying. 12In a vision he has seen a man named Ananias come and place his hands on him to restore his sight."

· Dealing with Fear through Labeling People – John 9:2 

· Disciples saw a theological discussion “who sinned”

· Jesus saw an opportunity to glorify God

· Neighbors had not “seen” (only a blind man) they could not recognize him as a sighted man! They had ignored all his characteristics except his blindness.

· Parents disowned him for fear of being expelled from the synogogue

· How do you VIEW people?

· Labels are a lazy way of dismissing  people...of missing people.

· Woman at the well  --Cassandra's Lesson1

· Tax collectors

· Christ died so that we could (1) Live for Him (2) change the way we see others

· Jesus saw potential in others...as a lost child

· Know the Scriptures – Memorize a few key verses to say when you tongue is difficult to bridle. Sometimes evangelistic efforts are extremely stressful and require a more dedicated commitment to “walk the walk”

· Encourage one another – prefer one another (350 one another scriptures in N.T) What are they?

· Pray for doors to open & wisdom to walk through those doors to make the Good News clear

· Pray to draw near to God – James 4:8

· Pray for creativity—Sometimes it is not what you say but how you say it…ask God to give you creative ways to approach people

· Let them know by your speech that you are peculiar 

· There is no such thing as luck or fortune – there are blessings from God and trials from Satan. 

· No such words in the God’s revelation = fortunate, luck, chance (in the event, NOT by luck),  or destiny 

· Only time these words are used in the old testament is when someone untrusting, lying,  or disobedient to God uses them….Example I Sam 6 7-9f  when told to put the Ark of God on an ox cart.  Example 2 Sam 1:1-15 a lie

· Ecc 9:11 time and chance – evil

· Luke 10:31 An event (chance) an occurrence

· To Happen. To bring to pass…used with inanimate objects.

· James 5:20

· Debriefing – hold debriefing sessions EVERY NIGHT

· Math 17:19f

· Use this time to discuss how the day went

· What could have gone better

· Exchange ideas, wisdom

· Practice telling YOUR stories wth Praise

· Focus studies 

· Confess one to another

· James 5:16

· Pray over each concern—Prayer of Agreement – Matt 18:19-20

· Recognize the 3rd day syndrome—expect it, deal with it immediately

Sanctification Process BALLooNS

As an Individual-each person needs to PUT OFF the specific worldly things that prohibit your testimony and PUT OFF spiritual graces. Everyone is different. Assist this process with prayer, fasting, humility, trust, studying to show yourself approved.

Create for yourself some handy resources:

(1) Mark your Bible – salvation & circle scriptures

(2) Create graphics, charts, quick references  (Into Christ, Baptism, Balloons, Rd t o Domascus

(3) Practice answering questions in your Debriefing Time…find out how someone else might have responded.

(4) Practice “wait time”.  Give people the opportunity to answer and/or vent. Give yourself time to pray, think, and give a response.

(5) 7 Questions

(6) Mat 7:21 Question

(7) Saul Rd to Domascus

(8) Appollos

What Experience has taught me:

My experience:  

You can plan what you are going to say, pray about it…and then sometime during the conversation you will say something insignificant by your standards…but it will be the very thing the person needed to hear. 

REMEMBER: God’s power is demonstrated in our weakness.   

3rd Day Syndrome

How to behave towards outsiders? In evangelistic campaigns?

Prioritize the message – what does the learner need the most? Jesus or doctrine?

Help them to fall in love with Jesus, the Spirit will convict them of the rest.

KNOW WHERE THEY ARE! Start There!  Paul and Mars Hill – Acts 17:17f

· Listen- being a good listener draws all types of people into a “safe” conversation

· Use silent prayer for God to speak through you

· Find something noteworthy to use as a “door opener”

· Preach Christ and Him Crucified…not rules and doctrine – these come later

· Do NOT try and put a Bandaid on cancer!

· Be careful that you speak only as the oracles of God – I Peter 4:11

· Insist on NOTHING that would cause them to act against their conscience. (eating or not eating meat)  I Cor 8:8-10  

· Child’s dad was in a car wreck…she came to school in a prayerful mood. Her aunt told her to fast and pray. A teacher, a member of the Lord’s body told her, “you don’t have to fast”…..what was she thinking?  

· If not from God, keep quiet … allow people to be as respectful, prayerful, ceremonious, as they need to while babes or while searching…seekers…

· Do NOT argue…Timothy a young evangelist…perhaps saw Jewish tradition of arguing over tats of the Law…Paul told him not to do this. I Ti 2:21-26

· DO NOT compare preachers, song leaders, church buildings, worship techniques, number of members, or any other insignificant thing with outsiders and their churches.

· 2 Tim 3:1-7 – Know that there are those who will  “hold a form of godliness” but not love the Truth

· Learn to recognize those who are a seekers and those who are not

· Do not judge, but be prepared to find those who are ready and open to the truth

· Know that you may plant and another will water and another at a later date may bring in the harvest. Nothing is a waste of time while planting the seed, even though some fall on rocky ground…the planter will be rewarded.

· Know what does Not save

· Faith only

· works only

· dipping in water – Act 19

· prayer only – Cornelias

· What we think “2 Kings 5:11”

· Zealousness – I Kings 18:28

· Good conscience

What kind of preparation should we have before an evangelistic campaign?

Preparation of Paul – 3 years in the wilderness with Jesus, learning from Him

Preparation of Timothy – learning the scriptures from youth

The most important preparation is to truly become a daily disciple of Christ, to have a relationship with Him, and to trust and depend on Him. This is done through dedicated and intense Bible study (meditation), prayer, and obedient service. You cannot share the Word if you do not LOVE the Word, crave the Word, and cherish the Word.

KNOW YOUR ENEMY

KNOW CHRIST—Christ’s Methods

· Socratic method – Use of Questions

· Did NOT always answer questions, but pointed to Truth

· ASKED QUESTIONS: - 7 questions

· Examples of Questions asked of Jesus

· Examples of Questions Jesus Asked

· Math 7:21f-Study this scenario

· Reflect – do not answer hastily- That is a great question—let's both study & address that next session, pray for the soil to be fertile, pray to see the harvest

· Listen first …understand the REAL issue

· Example: Rich Young Ruler 

· Read Eyeballs – we cannot see into the heart as Jesus did, but we can read eyeballs

· It is possible that you  might need to crack some walls – Luke 18:18 Rich Young ruler

KNOW 6 things People do when confronted with a New/Conflicting Truth

1. Deny it-Rom 1;18-29; Mat 26:34; Titus 1:16; 2 Tim 3:1-5

2. Try to justify not responding to it (Ritual vs Relationship) Mat 23:1-10; 15:7-9

3. Get Peers to agree with their side Mat 12:14

4. Condemn the source Mat 12:24;9:34; Mk 3:21-22

5. Run away (ignore it) Rich Young Ruler – Mat 19:16-22

6. Accept it Mk 8:27-29

Role of prayer during the preparation period?  Power of Prayer

Without prayer you will lack wisdom & insight

What should my preparation consist of?

Your Preparation should consist of the Christian Disciplines:

· Prayer

· Study with prayer

· Meditation/Fasting with prayer

· Praise with prayer

· Testimony with prayer (3 Seconds-the power of thinking twice)

What is important in the life of a minister-female?

Your example – Walk the Talk

Women in General:

· Want relationship over ritual

· Want to communicate – Ruth, Ester, Mother Mary

· Want family, security, faithfulness, and loyalty

· Have a tendency to “pair” off  (cliquish) where as men have a tendency to work in teams – one more person can upset the balance

· Build relationships while working together, serving together, sharing with each other…men build relationships while golfing, playing sports-relaxing & recreating

· Often respond through feelings. 

· Worry about family and relationships where as men worry about career, job, finances.

· The quality of a woman’s marriage (relationships) will often predict how well she will handle stress. Christian woman – this should depend upon your relationship to Christ.

· women are nurturers wanting to alleviate pain

wanting to comfort, fix, heal, solve, make better, not upset or cause problems

Dorcus, Mary, Martha

· Women are multi-taskers—engaged in multiple tasks at one time

· Woman can often be petty, envious, jealous Phil 4:1-2

· Women can be heroic – Deborah, Ester

· Some women thrive on chaos…there has to be an issue, trouble, conflict or problem that they get to talk about or they are not content.

· Contentment is becoming less and less of a characteristic of women in the modern world. They are always seeking something new, different, or better (chasing the dog’s tail). Christian women have a lot to offer worldly women…they can offer them peace, joy, and contentment in Christ.

· Weaknesses of Women?  Relationship Pressures, Family Pressures, Fear of being LEFT OUT

· Strengths of Women?  suffering

· What we learn from:

Eve – afraid to miss out of something, unsatisfied, easily pressured into wrong

jealous of power

Sarah:

Martha:

What shouldn’t be missed?

(1) Enhancing your Relationship with God

(2) Being Prepared for the Unexpected

(3) Being Flexible

(4) Being Sensitive to the Spirit’s leading you through the Word

(5) Being Proactive

(6) Do all things in Love

(7) People who have left a darkened world for Christ will miss the associations, locations, & habit of the old life. Christ went there...perfect network for the Gospel

(8) Evangelism is “heaven bound meeting up with Hell bound” 

(9) Don't expect the unchurched to love worship...help them to fall in love with Christ.

(1) Your relationship to God in your private moments is the most important aspect of minitry. It will show on your countenance as it did with Moses on the Mt (Exodus 34:29 – God Says YES
” It came about when Moses was coming down from Mount Sinai (and the two tablets of the testimony were in Moses' hand as he was coming down from the mountain), that Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone because of his speaking with Him.”

(2) The most important aspect of women’s ministry is the unexpected. Be prepared and be flexible…whatever plans you make, God may change the very course of action. 

· Moses thought he was headed for the promise land…yet he never reached it.

· Noah preached for 100 years …yet he only saved his family. Was it worth it?

· Paul became an expert in Hebrew law…yet was sent by God to be the apostle to the gentiles.

Personal Experience;

· Refused to be associated with children’s camps from 1994 to 2000…and then saw that God had opened that door for me. Never say “no” to the door’s God opens for you.

· You may decide that one course of action should be your ministry…yet God may send you another direction.

Pray before going through any door.

· small things in the hands of David  became great things in the hands of God – give it to God

· small boys lunch of fish and loaves of bread

· rope in the hands of Paul's helper @ Damascus

· faith as a grain of mustard seed in the heart of a servant of God--> Universal Kingdom of God
