LESSON 1 – Context is Everything!
“Blessed are those who read, hear, and heed the prophecies” Rev 1:3

The writings of Revelation, David, Job, Ezekiel, Zachariah, and Daniel have many commonalities that we will look at to gain the blessings of their prophetic writings. 

Before interpreting any passage of Scripture one must establish the context of the literature.

(1) When was it written?

(2) Who wrote it?

(3) To whom was it written?

(4) For what purpose was it written?

(5) What does it say to me (so what?)?

Without answering these 5 questions, we can mistakenly interpret any bit of scripture. 

This genre of literature - Apocalyptic scripture, even when written hundreds of years apart, have commonalities about the historical envelopes in which they were written. 

Ezekiel and Daniel were written after the destruction of the temple in Jerusalem and during the time of Babylonian captivity. Both Ezekiel and Daniel were captives (exiles) and suffered persecution through the hands of the Babylonian Empire due to their faith in God.

Revelation was also written after the destruction of the Jerusalem temple and during a time of extreme persecution for those who claimed Christ as Lord.
